area of academic study, containing full text for more than 4,500 journals, including full text for 
more than 3,700 peer-reviewed titles, and searchable cited references for 1,000 titles.  In addition to 

the full text, this scholarly collection offers indexing & abstracts for more than 8,300 journals.  An EBSCO database. 
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HOW  TO  USE  Academic  Search  Premier 

BASIC SEARCH 

Search Tips 
Boolean operators: AND, OR, NOT τ Use Boolean AND 
between terms searches all the words regardless of order 

Use parenthesis ( ) to group terms, they are processed first 

If you enter two terms, they are searched as a phrase. The 
results will include all the words in the exact order entered.   

Stop words are ignored - in, the, a, of... Use quotation 
ƳŀǊƪǎ ά έ ǘƻ ǎŜŀǊŎƘ phrases that include stop words, like 
άƳŀǊƪ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ōŜŀǎǘέ  

Use truncation for librar* 
and wildcards for wom?n.

Search Options 

 
 

SmartText Searching   
Copy and paste chunks of text (up to 5000 characters 
including spaces) to search for results. The SmartText 
Searching technology summarizes text entered to the most 
relevant search terms then conducts search. (not available for 
all databases). 

ADVANCED SEARCH 
From the guided search fields in Advanced Search you can 
place conditions on your results by adding Limiters or 
Expanders from Search Options. To select multiple terms 
from a drop-down list, press the Ctrl key and click the left 
mouse button. 

VISUAL SEARCH : Two Styles 
Gain a graphical perspective & interact with your search 
results.  Navigate among articles in a block format, with 
compass zoom controls and a mini-map of the entire 
result list, OR, navigate among articles using gliding 
columns and a clear breadcrumb trail.  

Access the Academic Search Premier URL through the Research 
Databases link under FIND ARTICLES on the library web page 
www.sdcc.edu/library.  Log in. 

Enter your search terms in the Find field.  Click 
on Search Options to select any limiters or 
expanders that you want to apply to your terms.  
Use Boolean operators within your search. 

To remove search 
terms, click the 
Clear button.  

Click Search. Your search 
results are displayed. To 
print, e-mail, save, export or 
cite several search results, 
you should add them to the 
Folder.  

Both styles allow you to group, narrow, sort, and 
dynamically filter results.  Click on a square to see a 
Summary on the right.  Click More to view entire citation, 
etc.  Drag articles (boxes) to the Collect Articles box and 
click on Add to Folder.
