MLA - An Interview (5.7.7, 5.6.2b, 1.1): for the purposes of documentation, | Unpublished interviews, etc.

APA - (6.20 Personal communications): Cite personal communications in text
only since they do not provide recoverable data.

Turabian - Interviews and personal communications (17.6.3), Television programs and Other broadcast sources (17.8.3):
unpublished interviews should usually be cited only in notes.
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
